MIDI Interface Unit (MIDI-IFA)

A fully MIDI compliant interface unit enabling equipment with a
standard RS232 output (must be running at 31,250 Baud*) to interface

" The unit provides separate DIN sockets for MIDI-IN, MIDI-OUT and
MIDI-THRU. LED indicators are also provided for status indication of
MIDI-OUT and MIDI-IN/THRU.

Powered by a standard 9V PP3 battery (not included).

The unit is normally supplied in an enclosure with an integral battery
housing but can be supplied as a fully assembled printed circuit board with sockets on flying
leads for mounting within your own enclosure.

NOTE: This unit will not work properly with some serial cradles that either require a "wakeup’
signal or provide a power source on the serial transmit line. In those instances you should use
the MIDI-IFD circuit or similar.

* If your controller cannot output at this baud rate then you should use the MIDI3c Interface Unit
instead, which incorporates a baud rate converter providing support for 38,400 and 57,600
(this unit currently only supports MIDI-OUT).

MIDI/USB HotSync Cradle (VISORINT-A)

The MIDI/USB HotSync Cradle is designed for use with the Visor Platinum and compatible
models and integrates MIDI-OUT circuitry into a standard USB HotSync Cradle allowing the
Visor to utilise a range of MIDI programs originally designed for the Palm platform as well as
perform conventional HotSyncing (not at the same time).

The unit includes an LED status indicator showing the MIDI-OUT status and a standard MIDI-
OUT DIN plug.

A 2.5mm DC socket is fitted to the rear of the cradle and accepts 9VDC — 22VDC @ 50mA
(+ve tip) as power to the interface circuitry (power supply not included). This power supply is
only required when using the MIDI Interface and is not required for normal HotSync operations.

A version for the Visor Prism and Visor Pro are also available on request. These units differ in
that they use the Visors own power supply unit.

For the Visor Edge, users should refer to the MIDI-IFD unit below and the Visor MIDI-Serial
Cable (VISORINT-CE).

MIDI Interface (MIDI-IFD)

Some serial interfaces superimpose a small power source on to the serial data transmit
(TxD) line. This signal makes the MIDI-IFA interface unit unsuitable due to loading problems
caused by the superimposed power signal.

The MIDI-IFD is a low-powered unit that derives its power from the serial cradle/cable.
Accordingly it does not have any status LEDs.

MIDI Interface (MIDI-IFB)

This unit converts the TTL-level MIDI output signal found on most PC Sound Cards in to the
industry standard MIDI-IN/MIDI-OUT format.

The unit is fitted with a DB15 terminated cable, suitable for plugging in to the
GAME/JOYSTICK port on the sound card, and is provided with MIDI-IN, MIDI-OUT and MIDI-
THRU DIN sockets for connection to your MIDI equipment. LED’s provide status indication of
the MIDI ports.

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MIDI3c Interface

This unit is designed to provide a MIDI-OUT interface for palmtops and other computer
systems that cannot internally support MIDI baud rates and include the Psion and Windows
CE range of palmtop machines.

The unit is equipped with a standard DB9 Male socket for connection to your palmtop using
either serial PC cable or cradle supplied with the palmtop and a standard MIDI-OUT socket
for connecting to your MIDI equipment.

The unit operates from a 9-20V DC power supply and is enclosed in a high-impact ABS
instrument case.

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Visor MIDI Interface Cable
(VISORINT-C and VISORINT-CE)

These cables connect directly to the HotSync connector on your Visor and are an alternative
to the MIDI/USB Cradle offering a smaller more portable solution.

As this unit derives its power from the connector Visor it does not include a MIDI status LED.

The VISORINT-CE is designed for the Visor Edge whilst the VISORINT-C is designed for the
bulk of the remainder of the Visor family and includes the Deluxe, Pro, Platinum, Neo and Pro.

The cable is approximately 60cm long but longer or shorter cables can be supplied on
request.
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The Palm O/S family consists of a variety of different machine families and, recently, an
increasing number of connection options.

The connection options currently are serial and USB (not all models) and both cradle and
cable forms of these connections are usually available.

There are a number of MIDI Interfaces on the web and we have our own variations (MIDI-IFA,
MIDI-IFD and VISORINT-x) which we are testing against the Palm O/S machines to determine
compatibility.

The following table shows those machines that have been tested with our MIDI interfaces and
which do and don’t work. Note: Any similarly designed interface should also operate as listed
below.

MIDI-IFA is a free-standing interface unit that connects via either the serial cradle or serial
cable option for the indicated machine. The unit is powered by a standard 9V PP3 battery
(not supplied). In most instances you can also use the lower-cost MIDI-IFD as well.

MIDI-IFD is a free-standing interface unit that connects via either the serial cradle or serial
cable for the indicated machine.

VISORINT-A is a modified USB Cradle allowing both USB synchronisation with your PC and
MIDI interfacing (not at the same time). Requires a DC power supply.

VISORINT-C is a dedicated MIDI Interface unit supplied with a flying lead that connects
directly to the HotSync socket on your Visor. Models for the Visor Deluxe (and all
compatibles) and Visor Edge (VISORINT-CE) are available.
